Runners will begin the race at the North entrangeégea of the Suncrest Information
Center parking lot. Course heads East on Deer Ridlgeontinuing to the four-way stop
where Deer Ridge Dr. intersects with Traverse RiddeRunners will continue East
(Deer Ridge Dr becomes Suncrest Dr. after four-&myp).
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5k runners will split from half-marathon runnerdaake the East-side Suncrest trailhead
beginning about a quarter-mile past Eagle StoneH&alf-marathoners will continue just
past the trailhead and then cross to the otherdfittee road to begin running on the wide
trails and fire road leading to the Richmond HorD@eselopment. **The first rest stop
will be located just off Suncrest Dr. before rursxascend up the hill to connect to the
fire road.

Runners will enter the lower portion of the Richrdokmerican Homes area. The second
rest stop will be located near the neighborhood pathe center of the development. The
course will continue through this section and thennect to the jeep road located on the
Northwest portion of the development.

Runners will continue ascending along the jeep rodd it meets up with the Utah
County side of the Maple Hollow trail.



The Utah County side of the Maple Hollow trail dones until it meets the park located
just beyond the Deer Ridge Rd. Bridge. Runnerspatls through the tunnel below the
bridge and then up to the park. The fourth and fand station will be located in the
parking circle.




Runners will continue northbound on Elk Glen Drddnen turn right on Bluff Point Dr.

Bluff Point Dr. becomes Meadow Bluff Ln. and runsi&ill begin to make their way
back to Elk Glen Dr. where they will connect witle® Ridge Rd. to head past the
Longbranch Dr. intersection.

Runners will then enter a trail located off of @it Lake valley viewing parking lot at
the crest of Deer Ridge Dr. Runners will contineevd this trail until it meets up with
Traverse Ridge Rd. on the Salt Lake County sideurfcrest.

Runners will begin ascent back up to the top ofShacrest Development heading to the
four-way stop where Traverse Ridge Rd. and Deeg&ldr. intersect.



Runners will reconnect with Suncrest Dr. and hessdveard again down the hill on the
Utah County side.
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Runners will continue down Suncrest Dr. past E&g@ne Dr. (as before). Runners will
then begin on the single track Suncrest trailh@dte(e the 5k runners had split).
